We collaborate with 40 housing and

human services agencies, relying on their referrals to

guide us in addressing specific needs. In addition to these

core necessities, we also offer a variety of other basic

items to help complete a home. By transforming living

spaces into warm and fully equipped homes, Central

Furniture Rescue strives to make a positive impact on

the lives of those who have recently secured housing.
